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John Murray Archive

Over seven generations the London based John Murray publishing house maintained

an un-

precedented independence and built a reputation for publishing some of the greatest alithors

and most culturally significant works. From 1768 until the early twdingy century the
Murrays published almost every genre and format of literature: books, newspapers
lists, tourist guides, journals and magazines, with works of archaeology, architectur
biography, cookery, exploration, fiction, history, medicine, philosophy, poetry, politics
ence and travel.

Of the thousands of Murray authors many were amongst the most influential peoplé
authors of their age and are still much read, admired and studied today. For example
and novelists published by Murray included Lord Byron, Sir Walter Scott, Sir Arthur
Doyle and Jane Austen, politicians like William Gladstone and Sir Robert Peel, scienti
as Charles Darwin and Sir Charles Lyell, along with travellers and explorers like Isab;
and David Livingstone.

In addition to publishing individual authors the Murrays were noted for their series and

The extensive business, literary and personal papers in the John Murray Archive are
mented by other important collections; the records of late eighteenth century Edinb
bookseller Charles Elliot and of the London publishing house of Smith, Elder and C
which was acquired by John Murray in 1917. There are also the papers of the poe
Byron, which include the majority of his manuscripts, correspondence, legal, financi
personal papers.

Taken together these elements of the John Murray Archive represent an outstanding
tion of rich and diverse literary, cultural and publishing documentary heritage.
